v Sophomore class standing or higher v’ Be interested in working with a student mentor and participating
v' Minimum GPA of 2.8 in the program

v" One letter of recommendation (academic or professional) v' Respond to check-ins from your mentor and program staff

v" Solid connection to WSU campus and services v’ Attend virtual weekly social contact meetings

v Time and motivation to participate including weekly contacts Requirements of mentors and mentees
