FINANCIAL PLANNING FOR GRADUATE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATION 

AND TRAINING

Many well-qualified and highly motivated applicants begin thinking about how to finance their graduate education only after they have been admitted. This is often too late and results in the student withdrawing from the program before, or shortly after, beginning. In other cases, students attempt to manage the financial obligation, but at an emotional cost to themselves and the quality of their education and training, as they face constant stress trying to figure out how to pay for the next tuition assessment, books, transportation to/from school and placement.

That is why we encourage perspective students, early in the admissions process, to consult with the resources for sound planning that are provided by the Wayne State University (WSU) Office of Student Financial Aid (OSFA). Elements of successful financial planning to meet educational needs include adequate personal savings, research on available resources, and seeking competent advice from a personal financial advisor and/or WSU OSFA counselors.
